Thank you for your interest in hosting an international student through the Global Outreach Program. To accomplish this goal, Global Outreach invites highly qualified students, primarily from Catholic secondary schools, to spend an academic year in U.S. Catholic high schools. They are recommended by church and school officials based on the following criteria: 
· strong faith
· personal maturity
· English proficiency
· leadership ability
· good grades
· good health

Our carefully chosen foreign students grow in self-confidence, broaden their worldview and engage in rich faith experiences while in the U.S. Their growth in communication and in faith sharing skills helps them to "return as missionaries to their own countries," assisting with the "new evangelization" of their homelands. Through the principles of servant leadership, Global Outreach seeks to form young adults who will make a difference in their countries, homes, schools, and faith communities.

American youth and families also benefit by experiencing the "universality" of the Church as well as the call of St. John Paul II "to build a civilization of love." 

As a host family, your responsibilities would include providing the student with his/her own bed (can share a room with similar age/same gender individual), meals, and transportation, accepting him/her as a member of your family (not a guest), including him/her in your daily life and routines, ensuring attendance at Mass on Sunday and Holy Days of Obligation, and supporting him/her in achieving the objectives of the Global Outreach program.  Throughout the year, Global Outreach staff will be in regular contact with you and your student to provide any support either or both of you may need.  We are always here for you.

Instructions

1. Download the Application and save to your computer. You may have to go to “View” then “Enable Editing” before you are able to begin answering the questions.

2. Answer all questions, in all parts, as completely as possible. Please type your answers in the spaces provided.  
Note: Click or tap here to enter text. = Space for your answers will adjust as you type.  ☐ = Clicking in the box will “enter” an “X”.  If “checked” in error – clicking in the box again will remove the “X”.

3. Additional Components to the GO Host Family Application: 1) Host Family Letter to Student and 2) Photos 
a. To help your student prepare for their arrival – into your home, parish, school and community – we are asking that you write a “letter” to your student.  This is a component of your Host Family Application (a page is provided to complete this component).  Please include information about your family, your interests/activities and your expectations/hopes/dreams for your student. 
b. Also, three (3) pages are provided for you to include a picture of your family, your home, i.e., photo of your home from the outside as well rooms of interest to your student (bedroom, kitchen, family room, student’s room etc.) and an activity/area of interest your family is involved, be it a sport, vacation, school, parish, or community event.
c. Your letter and photos will be shared with the student when they are notified by Global Outreach that a Host Family has been found for them.  
i. Note: It is important that the student be notified by Global Outreach that a Host Family has been found for them.  When the student is notified – he/she is instructed to contact their Host Family.  
ii. Please do not contact the student prior to the student contacting you. 
1. If you are concerned as to why the student has not contacted you – please contact the Global Outreach Staff and we will be happy to follow-up with the student and with you. Thank You Kindly

4. Letter of Recommendation: Parish Priest and Host Family References 
a. E-Mail the Parish Priest Recommendation and the Host Family Recommendation document to the respective individuals.  Parish Priest Recommendation = 1 Individual.   Host Family Recommendation = 2 Individuals you identified in your Host Family Application (They should know you well; cannot be a relative or a family member).
b. Instruct them to download the Letter of Recommendation, complete it out on the computer and print and sign. 
c. When completed and signed
i. They should scan and e-mail the Letter of Recommendation directly to the Executive Director and Student Exchange Program Coordinator (e-mail is on the form at the top of the page) or mail the Letter to the address provided on the form.

5. When you have completed the Application 
a. Either leave it as a Word Document, convert to a PDF, or scan and save in your e-files
i. Exception: Letter to the Student and Photo. Please do not PDF or scan. Leave these in Word format.
b. Give the completed application a title. Include your name in the title so it is easily identified by the recipient. Example:
i. DocumentName_YourFamilyNameYourFirstName; Example: HFApplication_TotaBoryczkaBarbara
c. E-mail the Application - as an attachment – to both the Executive Director and the Student Exchange Program Coordinator at

d. If you prefer to mail your completed application, please send to the Global Outreach address provided above.
